C-Change campaigners and Face Your Elephant
Get up close and personal with Glastonbury teens
Friday 22 – Sunday 24 June: C-Change a youth climate awareness campaign fronted by the Woodcraft Folk members will be getting up close and personal with young people at the 3-day music festival to help them reduce their carbon footprint.   C-Change will be hosting Face Your Elephant a fun-packed climate awareness interactive and experiential tent that will be located along the main market stretch at the festival.  
Entering Face Your Elephant will be the ultimate climate experience for any young person.  Inside the tent is four zones THINK, TALK, ACT AND IMAGINE and is designed and equipped with youth information about the climate issue with simple, practical and interactive ways on how to reduce their carbon footprint.  
C-Change will also be launching the Climate:Mobile calculator the first mobile phone application that will give young people the chance to calculate their carbon footprint.  The calculator will be available to download at Face Your Elephant tent and onsite website www.switchonswitchoff.org or by text CLIMATE to 80010 and by Bluetooth transfer.  The Climate:Mobile has been pioneered by C-Change in collaboration with The Centre for Alternative Technology.
C-Change was announced in April as part of a programme of activities to help raise awareness to young people age 11-21 in changing their attitude and understanding of the climate issue and energy use.  C-Change is supported by indie band Klaxons who will be performing at the festival on Saturday 23 June on the Other stage.
Klaxons said:

C-Change is a great project to get young people inspired, informed and switched on to the climate issue.”

Kirsti Davies, C-Change Coordinator said:

“C-Change is very excited to be here at the world’s largest music festival with Face Your Elephant.  Its great that the festival is encouraging each festival-goer to reduce their carbon footprint.  Climate change is already happening and young people can play a major part in tackling this issue.   The Climate:Mobile calculator is a fun and simple way to help young people take those steps in improving their carbon footprint.“
Face Your Elephant zones:
In the ‘THINK’ zone will be the interactive displays and on the spot climate energy solutions like the innovative Climate:Mobile calculator that young people can download.  It is estimated that up to 94% of young people age 14-26 own a mobile phone which is seen as central to their lifestyles. 

In the ‘TALK’ zone there will be one minute climate debates tackling a host of climate change subjects.  The debates will run throughout each day in a BBC Question Time format in which young individuals get to sit in the hot seat to take the lead in creating the lively debates.  

Across the corridor is the ‘ACT’ zone where young people can get wired up with renewable energy technologies and workshop demonstrations.  The Sustainable House will be open for viewing to see how their lifestyle impacts on their carbon emissions.  Any young person wanting to start their low carbon diet will be able to burn off a few carbon footprints on the cycle-powered smoothie maker before completing the C-Change campaign questionnaire.

Zone four is ‘IMAGINE’ a live art and contact space where C-Change has invited Manchester based graffiti artist from Sketch City to host workshops for young people to create drawings to depict their vision of a climate friendly future.  Sketch City’s unique style is through table-top drawing where they give budding artists canvasses and markers to draw to their hearts content with music in the background.  Artworks created will be displayed each day in the Imagine Gallery Exhibition.

C-Change campaigners have been turning-heads with their innovative and creative approach in engaging young people age 11-21 on the climate issue.  During the next few months C-Change will be trailblazing the country with their programme of events including Party for the Planet on 7 July on Clapham Common, London.

The Climate:Mobile will estimate the annual greenhouse emissions using a series of twenty youth life style questions divided into sections such as the home, transport, flights, food and general consumption. Once the user has answered all of the questions they will be given top tips on reducing their carbon footprint that uses data from The Centre for Alternative Technology’s carbon calculator. CAT will be hosting the Carbon Takeaway van with multi-media films and eco living tips in the Greenpeace area.
