C-Change kids pioneer carbon footprint 

mobile phone calculator 

C-Change fronted by a group of Woodcraft Folk members have teamed up with the Centre of Alternative Technology to pioneer the first mobile phone application that gives young people the chance to calculate their carbon footprints.  The application can be downloaded by texting CLIMATE to 80010 (standard network rates apply) and once downloaded it can be shared with friends by Bluetooth.

The Climate:Mobile calculator will estimate the annual greenhouse emissions using a series of twenty youth life style questions divided into sections such as the home, transport, flights and food. The aim of the application is to help young people understand their contribution to climate change and to encourage them reduce it.  

Elle Dodd, C-Change Project Volunteer said:

“C-Change are very excited about the Climate:Mobile calculator because it is a fun and simple solution to help young people work out how much  carbon they are putting in to the atmosphere.  Climate change is already happening -  today’s climate is tomorrow’s challenge and every young person can do something positive to tackle this global problem.  The Climate:Mobile is one way of taking postive action today to reduce carbon emissions.“ 
 
C-Change is run by young people for young people, and plans to use music, technology, creative arts and innovative interactive activities to engage with young people age 11-21 to help change their attitude and understanding of the climate issue and energy use.  

The Centre for Alternative Technology has put its well tried carbon calculator on a mobile phone for the first time for C-Change, with financial support from the Pilkington Energy Efficiency Trust.
