On 7 July, Clapham Common will be turned in to a low carbon village that will host Party for the Planet and Battle of the Bands with the two events powered by renewable energy.
Party for the Planet has been organized by C-Change a new youth-led climate awareness campaign spearheaded by twenty members of the educational charity Woodcraft Folk.   C-Change are using innovative and experiential activities through music, technology, displays and creative arts as a way of engaging young people age 11- 21 with the aim of changing their attitudes to the climate issue and energy use.

The party events start at 11am followed at 4.30pm with the Battle of the Bands final concert where 5 unsigned bands will go head to head and perform live to a panel of industry insiders to win a day’s recording laying down their music track at The Premises Studios, Europe’s first solar studio entirely powered with photovoltaic (PV) panels on their rooftop.  
Attractions at the climate awareness day will include: green is glam where you can recycle and make your own stylish eco-party clothes or watch a short movie in the solar powered cinema.  The C-Change house doctors will be on hand to give advice and information on low carbon living.  You will also be able to burn off a few footprints on the cycle powered scalectrix followed by a cycle-powered smoothie.  There will be the performance area featuring dance, drama, storytelling, street performances and the speaker’s corner.   Food will be provided by the friendly café serving up locally produced nosh or if you fancy you can bring along your own picnic and enjoy the open grounds.

C-Change and The Battle of Bands competition was launched on Wednesday 16 May and backed by indie band Klaxons.  The music competition is open to young people age 11-21 and where they can upload their MP3 tracks on http://www.switchonswitchoff.org/go/battle for public voting.  Closing date for MP3 tracks is the 18th June.
